Water and Sewer Update  
Construction is progressing on the 

servicing project in Sleepy Hollow. 

The sewer lines have been installed 

from the correctional facility up to Heather Drive, 

Sewer lines have been installed on Heather and 

water main is being worked on. Island Coastal 

Services, Ltd have brought a second and third 

crew to the project and they have started sewer 

construction on the Royalty Road as well as water 

main on Sleepy Hollow Road near the Lower 

Malpeque Road intersection. The target date for 

having all the pipes installed is December 15
th
, 

which is when the pumping stations are scheduled 

to arrive. It will take a few weeks for them to be 

installed and tested.  

 

The Community and the City are still negotiating 

the final agreement regarding specific details; and 

individual connections cannot be made until the 

agreement is signed by both Councils. 

 

IWMC will rebate $700 fee for those residents 

who are included in a mapped area that was part 

of the agreement signed with the Province in the 

year 2000, AFTER they connect to the water 

services. IWMC and the community will work 

towards streamlining the process and paperwork. 

Council intends to develop a group application 

form for development permits which are required 

by the community bylaws for water and sewer 

connections, and also intends to waive the fee for 

connections in this area.

Planning to Build? 
 

YOU NEED A PERMIT TO  

- change the use of a parcel of land 

or a structure; 

- commence any ñdevelopmentò; 

- construct or replace any structure or deck; 

- make structural alterations to any structure; 

- make any water or sewer connection; 

- make any underground installation such as a fuel 

tank, a foundation wall or the like; 

- move or demolish any structure; 

- establish or operate an excavation pit; 

- construct a highway; 

- place, dump any fill or other material; 

- subdivide or consolidate a parcel or parcels of 

land; or construct a fence over four (4) feet (1.2 m) 

high 

Permit fees will be doubled for construction that has 

started without the necessary permits. A compete fee 

schedule is posted on the website ï but for general 

construction for a residential or agricultural 

construction, fees are $0.10/sq ft (min $25, max 

$1000, or max $200 for agricultural buildings). Fees 

for a commercial or institutional building are 

$0.20/sq. ft.  Permits for a deck, pool or fence are 

$20, and a change of use permit is $50.

Emergency Kit - You may have some of these 

basic emergency kit items already, such as a 

flashlight, battery-operated radio, food, water and 

blankets. The key is to make sure they are 

organized, easy to find and easy to carry (in a 

suitcase with wheels or in a backpack) in case you 

need to evacuate your home. Whatever you do, 

don't wait for a disaster to happen.  

Easy to carry ï think of ways that you can pack 

your emergency kit so that you and those on your 

emergency plan can easily take the items with 

you, if necessary. 

¶ Water ï two litres of water per person per 

day (Include small bottles that can be carried 

easily in case of an evacuation order) 

¶ Food ï that won't spoil, such as canned 

food, energy bars and dried foods (remember 

to replace the food and water once a year) 

¶ Manual can opener 

¶ Flashlight and batteries 
¶ Battery-powered or wind-up radio (and 

extra batteries) 

¶ First aid kit  
¶ Special needs items ï prescription 

medications, infant formula or equipment for 

people with disabilities 

¶ Extra keys ï for your car and house 

¶ Cash ï include smaller bills, such as $10 

bills (travellersô cheques are also useful) and 

change for payphones 

¶ Emergency plan ï include a copy of it 

and ensure it contains local and out-of-town 

contact information 

 Some of these emergency kit items 

would make great gifts for loved ones to 

find under the Christmas treeé 

 

Emergency car kit 
If you have a car, prepare an emergency car kit 

and keep it in the vehicle. The basic emergency kit 

for cars should include the following items: 

¶ Food ï that won't spoil, e.g energy bars 

¶ Water ï in plastic bottles so they won't 

break if frozen (change every six months) 

¶ Blanket 
¶ Extra clothing and shoes 

¶ First aid kit  ï with seatbelt cutter 

¶ Small shovel, scraper and snowbrush 
¶ Candle in a deep can and matches 

¶ Wind-up flashlight 
¶ Whistle ï in case you 

need to attract attention 

¶ Roadmaps 

¶ Copy of your emergency 

plan and personal 

documents 

Also keep these inside your 

trunk:  

¶ Sand, salt or cat litter (non clumping) 

¶ Antifr eeze/windshield washer fluid 

¶ Tow rope 

¶ Jumper cables 

¶ Fire extinguisher 
¶ Warning light  or road flares

important properties.   

 

The Fire Marshalôs Office enforces Section 

10.15.1 of NFPA 1 Uniform Fire Code (adopted 

under the Fire Prevention Act Regulations), which 

states that natural cut Christmas trees shall not be 

permitted in places of assembly (such as churches 

and halls), board and care facilities, dormitories, 

hotels, and educational occupancies. 

  

Å Artificial trees are permitted provided they are 

labelled and/or certified as flame retardant 

or flame resistive. 

Å Trees cannot block exits or any means of egress. 

Å Decorations must be flame retardant or flame 

resistive. 

Å Only listed lights (CSA) shall be used. 

Å Lights are not permitted on a metallic tree. 

Å Open flames from candles or lanterns are not 

allowed on or near the tree. 

 

Occupancies such as businesses are permitted to 

have natural cut Christmas trees, provided that the 

tree is balled or the occupancy is protected with an 

automatic sprinkler system. The tree must have a 

fresh cut at the base prior to standing. 

 

Å The tree must be placed in a suitable stand with 

water, the water level shall be maintained daily 

above the cut in the trunk, and the tree shall be 

removed from the building immediately upon 

evidence of dryness. 

 

As preparations begin for the holiday season, 

ensure that fire prevention and evacuation 

procedures for your facility are up to date and well 

practised. Please make sure that all detection and 

notification equipment is in good working order, 

and that fire protection equipment - such as 

extinguishers and sprinkler systems - are certified 

and operational. 

CIVIC ADDRESS SIGNS 
Under the Emergency 911 Act, every improved 

property (residence, commercial or institutional 

building) in Prince Edward Island is required to 

have a civic address assigned. This legislation also 

requires that property owners display their civic 

number on a standardized blue reflective sign to 

assist emergency responders in finding the 

location where help is required.  

 

Please find a link below to the Application for a 

Civic Address which property owners/developers 

may use to apply for a civic address. It is very 

important that the applicant for a civic address 

clearly mark the location of the primary driveway 

with respect to the nearest property boundary 

(e.g.: 50 feet south of the northern boundary).
